In the last seven years, I have been working as a lecturer, researcher, supervisor, and coordinator 

of academic programs that mediate between theory and practice in different schools of social 

work and education in Israel: The School of Social Work at Zefat Academic College; Bob 

Shapell School of Social Work at Tel Aviv University; School of Social Work at the University 

of Haifa; Department of Educational Counselling at the Hebrew University of Jerusalem; 

Gordon College of Education. Furthermore, in 2017, 2019, and 2020, I was invited to teach 

courses for Bachelor and Master students on culture-sensitive social work and social work with 

families abroad at the School of Social Work at the Management Center and the Faculty of 

Educational Sciences at the University of Innsbruck in Austria.  

Research and Publications 

My various roles in academia and practice have fostered my interest in scientific research. My 

research and practice are devoted to culture-sensitive social work and the welfare and health of 

children and families at risk in Israel, focusing on Arab society in Israel.  
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My Thesis at the Paul Baerwald School of Social Work and Social Welfare, under the 

supervision of Prof. Edith Blit-Cohen, dealt with the experiences of Arab social workers 

treating Arab fathers at parent-child centers in Israel. Specifically, I discussed the cultural, 

political, and gender-based tensions that Arab social workers experience in the encounter with 

their clients. 

In my dissertation at the School of Social Work at Haifa University, under the supervision of 

Prof. Eli Buchbinder, I focused on the development of professional identity of social workers 

coming from different cultures and working in multicultural contexts. I described the personal 

benefits gained and the cultural-political tensions encountered by Arab social workers during 

their academic socialization, and the subsequent practice following their formal studies. The 

findings underline the complexity of the identity development of Arab social workers and 

emphasize the importance of considering a multicultural approach in social work education and 

practice. 

I have published several scientific papers and presented my work in many prestigious 

international conferences, in the field of social work and family studies. Furthermore, as a 

member and co-author of a national steering committee, I have made an important contribution 

to the improvement of professional work in parent-child centers for children at risk in Israel.  

 

Currently, I am a postdoctoral fellow at the Institute of Education and the Research Center for 

Education Sciences, Family Studies, and Life Course Studies at the University of Innsbruck. 

As part of my postdoctoral fellowship, I am working on two research projects:  

1. I am participating in an international, interdisciplinary longitudinal study on parent-child 

relations and the impact of parenting practices on child development. This research project 

involves partners from Israel, Austria, Germany, and Switzerland. I am a co-author of two 

scientific papers under progress based on data from this study. The papers deal with the topic 

of long-term effects of different parenting practices and parent-child relationships in late 

childhood and adolescence on adults’ family relationships.  

2. The second research is based on data from my research on professional identity development 

of social workers and the adaptation of professional social work to cultural and minority groups 

in Israel. Furthermore, the postdoctoral fellowship provides me with the opportunity to discuss 

my research with some of the main players in the field of family studies, social work, and social 

pedagogy in Austria and to learn from the scientific community in Europe.   

Planned Future Research Activities 

In the next phase of my academic career my aim is to continue and expand my previous research 

on professional identity development of social workers in multicultural contexts, and on the 

impact of parenting practices on child development. 

A. Research on Identity Development of Social Workers from Different Minorities 

in Israel and Development of Models of Multicultural Social Work 

Social work in Israel is taking place in a multicultural and multi-religious context with social 

workers coming from many different cultural backgrounds. Meanwhile, many scholars 

emphasize the importance of further promoting a critical multicultural social work perspective 

in social work education in Israel. However, despite a lot of consensus, the critical multicultural 

social work approach has only been partially adopted in Israel and not been given enough 

consideration in the professional academic socialization process so far. Although culture 

sensitive practice is discussed and cultural adaptation processes are undertaken in social work 

education in Israel, the higher education system for social work has a number of unresolved 
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issues concerning the integration of students from minority groups and the preparation of 

students for the multicultural context that they will encounter in their practice. For instance, 

there are few courses that allow students from minorities to reflect internally about their values 

and compare them to the professional and social values of the greater society.  

 

Within this context, I plan to continue and expand my previous research and theory building on 

the topic of professional identity development of social workers from different minority groups 

and to develop models for training in multicultural social work in Israel, with two main aims: 

  

(1) To take a closer look at professional identity development, possible cultural tensions, 

potentially threatening experiences, and coping strategies of social work students from 

minority groups in the academic socialization in Israel. 

(2) To advance the perspective on culture-aware and multicultural social work, as well as 

to develop a model for guiding students through their practical training for prevention 

and intervention in multicultural settings in Israel. The aim of the model is to 

conceptualize intercultural interactions with families from minority groups and to lead 

students to a cultural-sensitive understanding and practice.  

 

My vision is to strengthen the link between theory and practice and to improve contextual-

sensitive social work and social work education in Israel in general and in the Israeli Arabic 

society in particular.  

 

B. the Impact of Parenting Practices on Child DevelopmentResearch on  

 

Previous research has provided consistent evidence that of all the factors that influence a child’s 

development, none is more important than the quality of parenting children receive in childhood 

and adolescence. However, parents differ considerably in their parenting practices, their self-

efficacy, and their emotional resilience in undertaking the parenting role. Moreover, parenting takes 

place in a wide variety of socioeconomic circumstances and children begin life in diverse situations 

that do not provide equal opportunities to thrive developmentally. A lesser studied element of 

parenting is how differences in parenting can be explained by different cultural settings. In 

particular, there is little knowledge about how parenting in the cultural and socioeconomic context 

of the Arabic society in Israel affects psychosocial development and well-being of children and 

adolescents.  

 

In my research, I plan to adopt a multicultural perspective to examine how parenting practices under 

different socioeconomic circumstances and in different cultural setting in the Israeli-Arabic 

minority affect child and youth psychosocial development and well-being. In addition, my study 

will focus on the determinants of parents’ capabilities to raise their children and promote their 

healthy development. Here, special attention will be given to the intergenerational transmission of 

parenting, gender-based parenting values and practices, and the effects of parents’ co-parenting 

practices. The aim of my research is to describe different parenting practices and to explain its 

effects on child and youth development – in a cultural context that is confronted with individualistic 

values of the Jewish majority culture in Israel, and is experiencing a transition from collectivism to 

individualism, but largely maintains a collectivistic orientation. My research will be conducted 

through semi-structured in-depth interviews with mothers, fathers, and adolescents from the Arabic 

minority in Israel. In addition, a quantitative study will be conducted using paper-and-pencil 

questionnaires to address the above-mentioned questions. The latter research will be part of an 

international study comparing parenting practices in Israel (different ethnic groups in Israel) and 

Austria.  
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
